The benefits are:
1. Each band gets used to working together - communication styles, friendships, musical understandings, and many other tangible and intangible connections begin to occur.
2. Each band can develop their own sound and repetoire.
3. Ease of scheduling rehearsals - each band does it their own way, in a way that works for all.
4. Each team can develop new songs and styles. If it's a good expression in worship, the other teams often begin to copy it. It is stimulating creatively to the whole of the worship ministry.
5. The teams can be people with similar tastes, and places in life (married guys, singles, youth, etc.).
6. There are many, many songs that are great worship songs. But not all worship leaders or bands like every song. If you have different teams, some of the other teams can do the other good songs that you don't prefer to do.
 

Does that Encourage Competition?

You asked another good question. Unhealthy competition between bands has not been a problem for us. It's good to always be on the lookout for it, as it is for many other sins that plague the church and the creative arts. But, just like its great to hear other bands outside the church, why not have different expressions moving within the church? It is well worth the risk, and added need for pastoral care, to invite fresh expressions from a variety of teams.
